Sweden

A Very Brief Background

Situated in Northern Europe Sweden lies

west of the Baltic Sea and the Gulf of

Bothnia and forms the eastern part of

the Scandinavian Peninsula. To the west

: is the Scandinavian mountain chain (Skanderna), a range that
N g separates Sweden from Norway. Finland is located to its
sy ' northeast. Sweden has borders Norway and Finland and
Maritime borders with Denmark, Germany, Poland, Russia,
Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia.

During the cold war Sweden officially maintained a strict
neutrality policy was forcefully maintained, but unofficially
strong ties were kept with the U.S. In the event of a Soviet attack on Sweden it was hoped that
the U.S. would use conventional and nuclear weapons to strike at Soviet staging areas in the
occupied Baltic States. In the event of war, Swedish military defensive plans were entirely based
on help from abroad.

In the early 1960’s U.S. nuclear submarines armed with mid-range nuclear missiles were
deployed close to the Swedish west coast. This location made it a good area from which to
launch any retaliatory nuclear strike on Moscow. As a result of this cooperation, the U.S.
provided Sweden with a military security guarantee in that the U.S. promised to provide military
assistance to aid Sweden in case of any Soviet aggression. This alliance was kept secret during
the entire period of the Cold War.
